Data Protection Declaration 
FEC collects, processes and uses personal data of registered members and corporate customers in accordance with the data protection regulations. The purpose of this data protection declaration is to inform members, corporate customers and internet users about how their personal data is handled.
1. Registration Data 
FEC collects and stores the data of members and corporate customers entered during the registration procedure.

b. Purpose of Data Processing 
The reasons for the collection and storage of registration data are as follows: 
To enable access to services for which registration is required 
To enable access to payable services (corporate customers) 

To allow identification of the member and corporate customer as contractual partners 

To enable contact with members / corporate customers 
2. Log Files 
FEC stores the access data of every internet user of the website in a log file. The following data is collected and stored: computer IP address, internet page from where FEC website was accessed, search terms used by the user to find the FEC page, date and time of access to FEC website, information about the user's browser. The log files are used to gather statistical data of user behaviour and are processed anonymously with no details about the user's identity. 
3. Data Transfer 
Personal data is never made available to third parties for advertising or marketing purposes or any other business purposes. 
FEC reserves the right to relay personal data in the following cases: 
When ordered by a public authority for the prevention of risks to public safety and order. 
When ordered by a law enforcement agency for the prosecution of criminal offences or misdemeanours.  

Personal data will also be relayed where required for the protection of a third party's justifiable interests. This may arise where the third party, after revealing his/her identity to FEC, submits credible evidence that his/her rights have been infringed by a publicly accessible post made to the FEC internet platform, and that the collection of personal data is required in order to safeguard his/her legal interests. In this case, FEC will reveal the last name, fist name and postal address of the registered member, and will inform the member by mail about the disclosure and the person to whom the data has been disclosed.
